1 Lack of operational and academic language and vocabulary — worsened by
pandemic
2 Gaps in knowledge and experiences for all children but especially PP children
post-pandemic
3 Lack of real-life experiences beyond the home to generate knowledge,
understanding and sometimes interest in the world around them
4 Several PP families have low attendance patterns which lead to a lack of
continuity of learning
5 A number of PP children experience additional challenges in their home life
which lead to poor progress due to lack of ability to focus on learning (SEMHS)
