TERMS OF REFERENCE
The Governing Body shall determine and review annually at its first meeting of the school year, the Terms of Reference and membership of the Committee

Membership

The Committee shall consist of four members and the governing body have appointed Mrs. Lowes, Mrs H McMurdo, Mr. Reddy and Mrs. Bennett (staff representative). 
The Committee shall elect a Chair, annually from within its membership at the Autumn term meeting (this must not be the headteacher).  Mrs. Lowes has been duly appointed as chair for the academic year 2024/25.
The Committee may have additional non-governor members as agreed by the Governing Body.  

Other members of the governing body and individuals may be invited to attend Committee meetings for a specific contribution i.e. sharing of knowledge or expertise; however, only full members of the Committee shall have the right to vote on any resolution placed before the Committee.

Quorate for Local Authority maintained school committees

The quorum for a committee meeting is 3 governors (must be governors and not Associate Members) who are members of the committee or half of the committee membership, if the membership is greater than 6.

A decision can be made to hold a meeting that is not quorate, but only discussions can take place and no decisions can be made.

Meetings

· Meetings will be held termly or more frequently as may be required from time to time.

· Notice shall be given of each meeting with an agenda and minutes taken.
· A report from each meeting will be given at the following meeting of the full Governing Body.

The Committee will:
· To review policies and ensure school is meeting its statutory duties relating to discipline and behaviour, exclusions, collective worship, PSCHE, religious education, safeguarding and sex education.

· To consider the exclusion of a pupil or an appeal against the exclusion of a pupil

· To assist in improving community links.
The Committee will review these Terms of Reference annually for approval by the full Governing Body.
